PATRICK KELLY
(1954 - 1990)

Patrick Kelly was an American fashion designer who came
to fame in France. Among his accomplishments, he was
the first American to be admitted to the Chambre
syndicale du prét-a-porter des couturiers et des créateurs
de mode, the prestigious governing body of the French
ready-to-wear industry.

Kelly's designs were noted for their exuberance, humor,
and references to pop culture and Black folklore. He
unapologetically incorporated his Southern Roots, racial
imagery, and expressions of Black joy into his designs;
stating “l want my clothes to make you smile.”

HEIGHTS HIGH HALLWAY PROCEDURES

Heights High students and families, please take a moment
to review the hallway procedures and expectations at Heights High School.

1) Students are expected to be mindful that unnecessary conversation and inconsiderate
behavior distract classroom activities and will not be tolerated when in the building.
Students are expected to be quick and quiet in the hallways and arrive at their assigned
location or destination with as little delay as possible.

2) Students must have a hall pass when leaving a regularly scheduled class, mandatory
activity, library, or office. Students should not loiter in the halls, entrances to the
building, or other teaching areas during any period of the day, or after school. Students
will need to provide their teacher with a pass if they arrive late to an assigned period and
need to account for their whereabouts for the portion of the class they missed.

3) Students must use appropriate language and demonstrate appropriate behavior
during passing periods.

4) Hall passes are highly discouraged during the first and last 10 minutes of each period
of the day to ensure quiet learning environments. Students do not congregate in
academic hallways, sit at open supervision tables and desks, or by their lockers when
classes are in session.

5) Finally, all litter should be disposed of properly in the provided garbage or recycling
receptacles.
